Enrollment is reserved with a deposit of $25.00 per student, per class.   

This deposit is non-refundable & transferable to another session only if there 

are openings in the new class and if  the dropped class cannot be filled.  Your de-

posit is applied to the full tuition payment. This deposit cannot be applied to other 

debts, other summer session tuitions, or summer session daycare.   

Rivendell accounts must be current to enroll in summer sessions. 

 

ø Tuition is due the first day of class.  A child may enroll for one week of most 

classes, at half the tuition cost. (The holding deposit of $25.00 is required.)  

There is a $10 fee for NSF checks. 

 

ø We do not enroll for partial weeks, except for Preschool.  

       Preschool availableñ3, 4, 5 days per week.   

    Other ages may enroll for 1 week of   2 week sessions, except where noted. 

 

ø Classes run 8:00 AMñ3:00 PM.    Doors do not open until 8:00 AM.    

     After school daycare is available from 3ñ6 pm. 

 

ø Classes sizes are limited. 

  

ø A daily activity calendar will be available on the first day of each session.  All 

field trips will be noted and parents will be required to sign permission forms. 

 

ø After Care is $4.50 per hour, calculated by half hour increments.  

       A $25.00 late fee, per each half hour, will be charged if your child is  

       picked  up after 6:00 PM.   

 

ø Children need to bring lunches, labeled with the childõs name.   

      A thermal lunch box and "blue ice" is recommended.   

      Drinks are especially important. 

 

ø Many sessions will include outside water play time.  Swimsuits and towels 

should be brought and labeled with the childõs name. 

 

ø Every child needs to bring a hat and sunscreen labeled with the childõs name.  

A (labeled) water bottle is also recommended. 

 

ø Rivendell School cannot be responsible for items brought to school.
